When selected and used correctly, a sling and lift combination 
will achieve a safer transfer and reduce the risks associated with manual handling.

It is the responsibility of a competent person to conduct a thorough risk assessment prior to using 
any sling, to ensure that the sling choice, method of positioning in the sling and procedure for transfer 
has been correctly determined for the patient.
